We've got a -- a good group here tonight, | know.

We have introduced the budget at the My
neeting, at the regular neeting, and this -- this

neeting is to provide an opportunity for additional

comment .
W will not be taking any second reading
votes tonight, but if we -- if we have anendnents,

we can vote on those anmendnents, which would --
whi ch woul d make the -- the -- any anendnents
that are adopted woul d be adopted as a first
readi ng, and the second reading is -- is planned
for Monday, June 20th. So just wanted to ki nd of

go over a little bit of the history.
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The -- the 2011-12 budget is in the back.

There is a -- the -- the ordinance is in the back,
and there's also a detail ed breakdown of line itens
and audited figures fromthe last four or five
years, and al so sone notes on there. So if you --
Holly, so -- are there still sone back there? Do
we still have --

M5. CLARK: Yeah, |'m nmaki ng copies of
t hem

MAYOR EBERLE: Ch, you -- oh, you ve
got sone; okay. So you nmay want to refer to
those. There's also a handout on the reserves,
whi ch is our savings account rather than our
operating account, and so | -- | comrend those to
you to pick up at the back counter.

The -- the budget is bal anced as presented at
$2,876,200. And out of the 90 nonsal ary and
benefit-specific line itens, 49 were reduced for
the comng year, 18 remain the sane, and 23 were

I ncreased. So we have a budget that is a little bit

nore than | ast year, but it's -- it's -- we're hol ding

the line on expenses as nuch as we can.
| want to thank just -- just all the people that
contributed to the -- the drafting and the -- and

the preparations and the -- and the research that
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went into the budget, both the Jefferson and

A dham County property val uation adm ni strators;
Kent ucky Departnent of |nsurance; Republic Bank,
our muni ci pal banki ng advi sers; Kentucky League

of GCties and Kentucky League of Cities Insurance
Services; and our independent insurance brokers,
Sterling Thonpson; our accountants, Mountj oy,
Chilton & Medl ey; and our auditor, Richardson,
Penni ngton, & Skinner, all of those folks, not to
mention the people that have contributed on a
regul ar basis on our staff: Gover Potts, our city
attorney; Ann Sinmms, our city adm nistrator;
Marvin W1 son, our police chief; and Debra Skaggs,
in -- in particular, our deputy clerk for finance,

pul | ed together and contributed to the docunent.

W -- tonight we wll -- 1've structured it so
that we will have an opportunity for the council
first to make comment or ask -- ask questions
anong thensel ves; then we will open it to public
content -- com-- coment.

And after the council has the benefit of
hearing the public comment, we wll then allow the
council to further discuss and nake any specific

proposals for change in -- in -- in the budget as -

as presented.

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So with that, I wll -- we wll start. You --
should we start down at that end? Is -- is -- |I'm
sure everyone would |li ke to nmake a comment, so
we'll do a roll call.

COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: Oh. Now,

over the years when |'ve worked on the -- the
budget, |1've had this fantasy, |ike, wouldn't it be
nice to be on the city council in Dubai or Brunei

or -- you know, sone place like that where |

I magi ne there's this vast roomfull of petrodollars,
and sonebody |i ke Scrooge McDuck, you know,

with his little bulldozer pushing the -- the noney
around. Then it would be so easy to cone up with

a budget because you have unlimted noney, and
everyt hi ng anybody wants, you can do.

And |'ve never been on that kind of council.
There are always |imtations, and this is another
year where there are |imtations.

How do you build a budget? The sane way we
all do at hone. W |ook at past experience, what
your costs were |last year, the year before. You
| ook at what you expect your incone to be. You
| ook at the things that you absolutely have to pay.

And after you are through with all of that, you

see what's left. And all of those things are a

matter of past experience and educated guesses,
wel | - educat ed guesses in the case of many people
who have been doing this for a long tine.

This is a good budget. It does what we need
to do. It doesn't do all the things we would like to
do, but it neets our needs. And | think it does it
in fiscally-responsible way.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: | concur wth

what Sandy said. | reviewed it thoroughly before
our last council neeting. Nothing junped out at
nme at that point in tine.

There was an issue of our LG&E bill, which |
di scussed at the last council neeting. |'d always
wondered if there was sonething we could do to
| ower that. And | actually net wth LGE
representatives and found out that we really
couldn't; that because of the nature of
grandf at heri ng, we actually have sone prices that
are locked in that other nunicipalities have to pay
nore for. And if we nmade any changes to our
LGXE, the street |ights specifically, it actually
woul d cost us nore noney and not | ess noney.

After the last neeting, | called up Ann and
Todd; asked them sone nore questions; reviewed

sone nore docunents; | ooked over the nunbers
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1 agai n; conpared themto |ast year; |ooked at how

2 accurate we were predicting our expenses | ast

3 year. W actually, | believe, did a very good job
4 | ast year on the expense in predicting it.

5 Looked at those nunbers this year, and

6 everything seened to be inline. | like the way that
7 It has been laid out. |It's very thorough. There's a
8 lot of -- a lot nore detail than we had in the past.
9 | appreciated that. And | want to commend Todd

10 and Ann for the job they did putting the budget

11 t oget her.

12 MAYOR EBERLE: Grover, are you going

13 to pass?

14 CITY ATTORNEY POITS: | -- | pass.

15 MAYOR EBERLE: And Loretta?

16 COUNCI L MEMBER ERTLE: I, too, have

17 | ooked at the budget, and consider it to be a good
18 budget, as Sandy and Stuart have said. It -- with
19 this econony, we've | ooked at ways of cutting
20 back.
21 And in order to keep the essence of Prospect,
22 and what we are accustoned to having in our
23 aesthetics as well as our way of living, there are
24 only so many things you can cut back that would
25 really make a difference in noney. And we have
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done that.

And | think -- 1 think that a |lot of hard work
and -- and insight has been put into this with so
many people looking at it. | think if there were

huge probl ens, we woul d have been told so. And |
think it's a good budget.

COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: Thank you
folks for comng tonight. | knowit's kind of a
tough tine on a Friday night, but you're here, and
t hank you very nuch.

"' m probably going to hold off any coments |
m ght have until after | hear the citizens'
comments. |I'm-- |I'mone here that sits here that's
not on the Budget Commttee. |'ve |ooked over the
budget in detail, and I want to hear what the
citizens have to say.

The only thing that |I've heard | oud and cl ear
over the last three or four weeks is phone calls
and e-nmails in reference to Prospect fireworks that
are not part of this year's budget. And that was
announced at |ast nonth's council neeting, and --
and that's when | first heard of it.

But | would |ike to hear what you-all have to
say tonight, and then | nmay have sonme coments

on particular specific areas of the budget. Thank
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you.
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Nornal |y,

" mthe one who reserves coment, but | have very

real concern for this budget, and that is we have

I ncreased your taxes by hundreds of thousands of

dollars into the year we're going into. And yet,

when we | ook at this budget, it's hard to tell where

t hat massive increase has gone because it's gone

i n a nunber of different places.

But |'mgetting very concerned that we're at a
poi nt where within a year or two years we have two
options: W either have to increase your taxes
agai n by sone significant anount, or we have to
| ayoff staff or re -- re -- dramatically reduce a
servi ce.

So I"'minterested in what you have to say, and
I"'minterested in sone of the conponents of this
budget, and | wonder if there's conplete
understanding in certain areas. So |I'minterested
i n what you have to say, too.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: And -- and
just for a clarification, can we di scuss anongst
our sel ves?

CITY ATTORNEY POITS: Yeah, right;

sure. Yeah, we --
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1 COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: kay.

2 Sandra, I'm-- |'mkind of curious what you see

3 com ng down the pike that is going to require

4 | another tax increase?

5 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: It is ny

6 perception that we have spent in this budget every
7 penny that we anticipate comng in. And | think as
8 we |listen to people today, we're going to find that
9 there is not any noney going into reserves.

10 Well, if there's no noney going into reserves

11 and if we're spending everything that's comng in,

12 | anticipate major problens in the subsequent

13 years.

14 COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Well, in ny

15 readi ng of the budget--

16 MAYOR EBERLE: W -- we did have

17 $50, 000 - -

18 COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: -- there's --

19 there's $50, 000 going into reserves.

20 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: | think

21 | we'll find that that nunber is not accurate --

22 COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: And --

23 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- as we

24 go t hrough tonight.

25 COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: And what is
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t hat based on? | nean, | don't want to have --
COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: What is it
based on?
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: | think --
| think there are people here in the audi ence
united that wll share information that they have
directly that | only have through hearsay.
COUNCI L MEMBER M LES. Gkay. So
you don't feel |ike you understand the issue well
enough to articulate it to us?
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: | don't
feel that | should give hearsay when sonebody
el se can give direct testinony.
COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: But this isn't
a | egal proceeding. You -- you know, it's --
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: W'l | get
t here.
COUNCIL MEMBER M LES: -- so we're
not bound by the hearsay rules --
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: W'l --

we'll get there.
MAYOR EBERLE: -- you've been
convi nced by sonebody that you feel |like there's

this concern.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: M hm
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COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Wat was it
that they said to you that |led you --

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: They' I |
tell you.

COUNCI L MEMBERS: Okay. So I'll wait
for the surprise.

MAYOR EBERLE: Any ot her comment ?

COUNCI L MEMBERS: [no audi bl e
response]

MAYOR EBERLE: And -- and M ke, you
raised the -- the fireworks. Actually, this --
because it's a conbination of private dollars and
public dollars, all we need to restore the fireworks
for next year would be to have that cone together.

So this budget, | nean, while it has a line

item for community cel ebrations, which includes 4th

of July, Punpkin Painting, Arborfest, Myor's

Beautiful, and -- and three Concerts in the Park.
It -- there's not a specific line itemfor fireworks.
Soif we -- if we have enough noney through

private contributions next year, this budget
woul dn't preclude fire -- fireworks next 4th of July,
SO --

COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: Yeah. M --

ny reason for bringing that up is that calls |I've
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1 gotten, the people realize that there's no fireworks
2 this year.

3 MAYOR EBERLE: Right. W get --

4 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: And -- and

5 t hey --

6 MAYOR EBERLE: -- we --

7 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: -- they don't

8 know t hat the budget ends June 30th and the new
9 one starts July 1st. Al they knowis there's no
10 fireworks. So | understand --

11 MAYOR EBERLE: Right, but -- but --

12 but --

13 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT:  -- |

14 understand --

15 MAYOR EBERLE: -- but this -- this

16 budge - -

17 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: -- your

18 poi nt .

19 MAYCR EBERLE: Yeah, this -- this
20 budget --
21 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: | under st and
22 your point.
23 MAYOR EBERLE: -- wouldn't necessarily
24 preclude it com ng back.
25 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: Right, but
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1 it"s not -- it's not necessarily in there, that's --
2 that's for certain; right?

3 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Well --

4 MAYOR EBERLE: Right.

5 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- and at

6 this point --

7 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: Right.

8 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- in

9 time, there has not been a vote to get rid of the
10 fireworks.

11 MAYOR EBERLE: Well, there doesn't

12 need to be a vote.

13 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: |

14 under stand t hat .

15 MAYOR EBERLE: | nean, | nmanage the

16 budget .

17 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: That's

18 [ phonetic] a unilateral decision.

19 MAYOR EBERLE: And we accept -- we
20 accept revenues. W manage the expenses.
21 And | was faced with the -- the -- the | owest
22 reserve that we have had since 2004.
23 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: M hm
24 MAYOR EBERLE: The hi ghest deficit
25 because we had -- we didn't pay attention to
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revenues, | think, that | think we've ever had. And
| didn't want to add $28, 000 to that.

So you know, we -- we -- we nmde the
decision to -- to be very conservative and not

spend noney we don't have. And it was very, very

difficult. | hated to do it because it's a -- it's a
great thing.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: M hm

MAYOR EBERLE: [|'ve enjoyed it ever
since I've lived here. But |I -- | just really -- |

t hought it was irresponsi ble, and we di scussed it
In staff and deci ded that that was sonethi ng we
weren't going to spend for the 4th of July.

Just |like when noney gets tight, we -- we
don't -- even though there's a police car budgeted,

we sonetines don't buy the police car, depending

on what our -- what our finances are, because we
don't -- | don't want to run us into a -- a deficit
hol e, so.

But -- but next year, you know, | nean, it --

t he budget that we're tal king about does not
preclude fireworks for next year. Al we need is a
| ocation and -- and a -- a better financial
situation, you know.

And -- and if that -- if that financial situation
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cones fromthe outside, we get sone of our -- we
get our -- sone of our -- or we |ost one prine
sponsor and one contributing sponsor, if those
were to cone back, and the -- there's been
suggestions that groups m ght want to.

| know the Chestnut H Il -- there's Chestnut
Hi Il group and an Autumm Hill group, | think, that

would like to see it cone back, so they nmay be

able to -- to help us out.
But | just thought it was irresponsible to -- to
spend that kind of noney in this -- in the financial

situation that we're in right now

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: |If we | ost
those two sponsors, what was the total of their
contributions?

MAYOR EBERLE: Well, the -- the
country club didn't nmake a cash contribution. It
was an in-kind. And the -- what we would have to
spend this year to the country club would have
been about $4, 000.

And the $3,000 was a prinme sponsor, which

was which was Dairy Queen. And they've had a
change i n managenent, and we-- you know, we
used to send it to Mke Kull, and he's no | onger

t here.
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The out -- and | wll say the -- Gil Schank
over here, the nmanager of this DQ was very nuch
I n favor of contributing, but it doesn't cone out of

her cash drawer. She has to go through corporate,

and -- and it -- and it didn't work this tine. And
you know -- and | -- | think a |lot of businesses
are -- are stressed.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Well, if

| "' m hearing you say, then, that we've | ost $3, 000
I n cash contributions, | don't see that reflected in
the anount in the budget. | only see a $1, 000

decline in revenues, not a 3-.

MAYCR EBERLE: Well -- but what |I'm
saying, that -- that we -- we -- we can budget
noney for -- for celebrations, and it's always been

amx. Andif we get enough private dollars to m x
wWth the -- the -- the public dollars, the budget
woul dn't precl ude --

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: But -- but
shouldn't this 9,000 be |lower if we've |ost $3,000
contri bution?

COUNCI L MEMBER ERTLE: W -- we've
al so gai ned a charge of al nost $4,000 fromthe
country club, which -- which we did not have

before. They never charged us that before.
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1 MAYOR EBERLE: And --
2 COUNCI L MEMBER ERTLE: So we have
3 to add that to the 3.
4 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: \What --
5| what charge --
6 MAYOR EBERLE: And the fire -- see, the
7 fireworks --
8 COUNCI L MEMBER ERTLE: And the
9 cl eanup --
10 MAYOR EBERLE: Yeah, the --
11 COUNCI L MEMBER ERTLE: -- of the
12 fireworks.
13 MAYCR EBERLE: -- fireworks thensel --
14 | just the fireworks were going to go up to 19, 000
15 this year. And there were a | ot of expenses that
16 | we don't -- that -- attendant expenses that we
17 don't have because we don't do the fireworks. W
18 don't --
19 COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: Overtine for
20 police, for instance, and --
21 MAYOR EBERLE: Overtine --
22 COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: -- and
23 overtine for staff. They don't --
24 MAYCR EBERLE: C eanup.
25 COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: They -- they
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don't show up as fireworks. But the fact that

t hose people will not be being paid overtine is --
IS a cost.
| think everybody -- |'ve always thought the 4th

of July is sort of |ike Norman Rockwel| only better
because we have golf carts, too. This is not a --
this is a hard year.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: So it --
with the golf -- am| hearing you say that the
country club was charging us $4,000 this year?
They were giving us the charge --

MAYOR EBERLE: Requesting a $500 fee
for the use of the Iand and of -- a purchase of a
tarp for the -- for G een Nunber 2.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: And t hey
told us that they were going buy the tarp and
charge us for it; is that correct?

MAYOR EBERLE: No, they -- they

wanted us --
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD:  No.
MAYOR EBERLE: -- to buy the tarp and

give it to them

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: And
where did we determ ne that the tarp cost over
$3, 000?
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1 MAYCR EBERLE: Ron researched it.

2 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: Was -- was

3 there ever an effort -- and going back to the

4 fireworks, was there an effort fromthe Budget

5 Comm ttee or the Finance Commttee or the

6 adm nistration, realizing that we're in tough tines,
7 very tough tines, to say, "Hey, let's see if we can
8 go out and get private contributions to nake this

9 thing work this year"?

10 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: M hm

11 MAYOR EBERLE: No, that -- well, the

12 Budget Conmmttee, no, definitely they weren't

13 i nvolved. And -- and -- and | -- no, | didn't -- |
14 didn't seek -- by the tine | realized that we were --
15 It was going to -- it was going to cost a |lot nore,
16 it -- it -- well, I -- 1 suppose we could have raised
17 the noney. But if we had failed and -- then we

18 woul d al ready have contracted wth the fireworks

19 peopl e, so.

20 Il -- 1 -- 1 really questioned whether we woul d

21 | be able to conme up with $27,000, but maybe we --

22 we may have. And that was ny judgenent, and it

23 may have been wong. But | nean, | -- | had to

24 make a deci sion, so.

25 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD:  How

currently constituted, cost?

MAYOR EBERLE: Pardon?

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: How
much will what we're going to do between 10 and 2
on the 4th cost? What will that cost be?

MAYOR EBERLE: Oh. Well, that's on
the sheet, the rough estinate. Let's see. \Were's
the fireworks sheet? Probably $1,400. Now tho --
that's -- that's -- that's what we do with regards to
fireworks that was -- was able to be -- in other

words, there's sone things that we do with

fireworks. W -- we don't do it to the extent.
And so the -- the things that we still do, |ike
cl eanup and that type of thing, will -- wll -- cost

us $1400. We do have ot her expenses. Yeah,
we've got the inflatables. | don't -- | don't have
the total for that. W've got the inflatables, the
dunk tank, the bubble machine, nusic.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Are we --
are we going to have sonebody junp out of an
ai r pl ane?

MAYOR EBERLE: Yeah.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: M hm

kay, so we have -- all of those expenses w ||
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1 be --

2 MAYOR EBERLE: Every --

3 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: - -

4 | conti nued.

5 MAYOR EBERLE: -- all of -- all of that

6 w ll remain; yeah.

7 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: And |

8 t hought just junping out of a plane was $1500.

9 MAYOR EBERLE: It is, | think; isn't it?

10 Yeah.

11 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: So we

12 can't be possibly doing this for $1500. It's got to
13 be nore than that.

14 MAYOR EBERLE: No, |'m saying the

15 differ -- what -- what we do with regards to the
16 | fireworks is -- is -- is |lowered from 26110 to

17 1,004. In other words, this doesn't include the --
18 COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI:  FireworKks.

19 MAYCR EBERLE: -- other --
20 COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: Not the 4th of
21 July. Just the fireworks.
22 MAYOR EBERLE: Just the -- yeah. This
23 Is just the firewrks analysis, so --
24 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD:  Ckay.
25 But it -- then last year -- or this year, had it gone
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1 forward, | understood we were going to spend

2 roughly $25,000. Now I'm hearing you say that

3 that anmount was too low. It was obviously higher

4 | than that. Because if we think we've cut roughly

5 $25, 000, then ny question remains: Wat are the

6 expenses that's we're carrying forward?

7 MAYOR EBERLE: |'mnot quite sure |

8 under stand what you're saying, but --

9 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: What do you

10 | think --

11 MAYOR EBERLE: -- what we can --

12 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: How

13 much - -

14 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: -- we can

15 spend?

16 MAYOR EBERLE: -- what -- what we can

17 do is we can adjust the community cel ebrations

18 anmounts in the budget.

19 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD:  No, I'm
20 | just trying to get a feel. |If we have to go out and
21 rai se the noney for the fireworks, we don't have to
22 rai se $27, 000 because we've already got sone
23 things that we're paying for that we may be able to
24 elimnate --
25 MAYOR EBERLE: Right, the 27 --
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1 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- |ike

2 peopl e junping out of planes.

3 MAYOR EBERLE: The -- the 27,000 --

4 you're right. | nean, | -- | nade -- | could have
5| saved $1500 by cancelling the --

6 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Right.

7 MAYOR EBERLE: -- guy that junps out

8 of the plane, and he's only junped once since |'ve
9 i ved here because of weather.

10 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: The

11 weat her.

12 MAYCR EBERLE: But | could have cut

13 that out, but that would have only save 1500.

14 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Ckay. So

15 we're down to very possibly if the community coul d
16 rai se $7,000, we could have fireworks. And that
17 | would be roughly an equal contribution by the Cty
18 and by the community.

19 MAYOR EBERLE: Well, yeah, it would
20 | depend on what we'd get fromthe -- fromthe
21 busi ness community, which has traditionally
22 supported it, and then -- and then individuals'
23 contributions; yeah.
24 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: M hm
25 MAYCR EBERLE: | nean, it would --
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1| we'd have to cone up with a -- with -- with a figure
2 that we want to spend, and then raise that anount.
3 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Correct.

4 COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: | think

5 there's anot her issue, though. | asked Todd about
6 what the country club had requested, and

7 requested what they had sent it. He sent ne the

8 contract that they sent himin Mrch.

9 And we had al ready spent -- they requested

10 that we nove the location in 2008, and the city

11 spent $1300 to nove that |ocation. And -- and

12 then two years later they're naking other

13 | demands.

14 And that contract wasn't -- it was just for a

15 year. So we could have given them $500, paid

16 $3,000 for a tarp we had to give them and then

17 next year they could request we give them $10, 000
18 and buy them a Jacuzzi.

19 | nmean, | -- | don't -- you know, we -- | just
20 see it -- unless we get sone kind of long-term

21 agreenent where -- that they don't keep changi ng
22 the bar, you know, | don't think we should -- | -- |
23 want to do them and | hope we can find anot her

24 | ocation, but until we can get sone |ong-term

25 agreenent with them | don't want to keep throw ng
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good noney after bad to having them change the
deal wth us every year and have us keep having to
buy them stuff only to have to buy them stuff the
next year.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: No, |
hear you. | -- and | understand that.

| have been told that the tarp doesn't cost

anywhere near the $3,000. That's where -- why |
asked where that figure cane from

MAYCR EBERLE: W -- Ron researched
it, but -- and he may want to conmment, but -- later,
but Ron neasured the size and he got a bid, and I
sent that. The -- the -- the specs and the -- and
the -- and the price was on there for the country

club, and they -- they said it wasn't big enough.

So -- but we never -- at that point, we had
deci ded that we -- we were -- we were going to cut
the costs on the 4th of July. So -- it's a -- and if

cut the fireworks, we didn't need --
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: The tarnp.
MAYOR EBERLE: They didn't need the
tarp, and we -- and -- and that avoi ded that cost,
so.

The only suggestion | would nmake is nmake it
on a Monday night rather than on a Friday at 5:00,
and | think we'll get nore of a turnout. But |
really appreciate it, M. Myor, in doing this.
|'"d also like to say that | ooking at the details
of the budget this year, | was very inpressed with
the amount of work that went into it by the Finance
Committee. There is -- there are copies back here
of the details of every single itemand what we

have spent over the years in that particular item
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And the interesting thing that | appreciated at
the end was there was $50, 000 that was going to
put -- be put into reserve, which |'ve been harping
on for quite a few nonths now on building up that
reserve. So | really appreciate that.

And I'd |1 ke to thank everyone for com ng out

tonight. It's a Friday night, after 5:00, and | know

we'd like to go through this pretty fast.

But the purpose of ny concern tonight is -- |
think there are enough people here that want to
tal k how do you spend $2.8 mllion. Wat | am
concerned tonight and would |ike to address is the
| ssue of revenue. There are three majors places --
pi eces of revenue in this budget that concern ne.

And the first one is the property tax. Now, |
woul d receive a property tax reduction. The
property tax that's in the budget is 1.8% /| ess than
what we've received this year.

And t hat sounds reasonabl e, except that
people, like ny owmn hone in the -- the estates
section, was reduced 9% So that's quite a hunk
of dough, that -- and if everyone had that, then
we'd really be way off kilter on this forecast of
how many dollars do we have conming in from

property taxes.
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Now, | did hear that sone -- the only changed
the assessnents on 25% of the people in the Gty
of Prospect, but at the sane tine, | also picked up
t hat sone of the people now are now go -- now
going down to protest that they weren't included.

And one person who went down said, "That's
great.” And the clerk down there said, "Yes,
you' re Nunber 89 from 40059 that wants to cone
down here and protest it." So l'malittle
concerned about the revenue and whether we're
really going to get that revenue nunber that you
have in there.

On the second area is the insurance tax. And
| don't know the exact nunber be -- for -- but
through April conpared to | ast year, we were
$54, 000 behind the 650,000 end result that we
were going to get.

So if you use the 650,000 as the anount of

I nsurance tax comng in this year, and -- | think
that's questionable. Wether or not -- | hope it
does, but I -- it's questionable because we are now

behi nd 54,000 that we were behind la -- as of |ast
year.
And if this materializes, it also conpounds the

probl em because you took the tax increase on the
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I nsurance tax, and we're not going to get as nuch

as you forecast. | think it's $266, 000 in additi onal
revenue fromthe increase in taxes. So that's

anot her thing that concerns ne.

And then last, but not least, is this $47, 000.
And maybe you can explain this in this reven --
property sale and salt sonething. | don't quite
understand what that itemis, and |'ve not been
able to find out what it really is. Maybe you could
explain that to us.

CITY ATTORNEY POTTS: Do you want
me to do that?

MAYCR EBERLE: Sure. Yeah, that'd be
fine.

CITY ATTORNEY POTTS: Wen the city
entered into an agreenent with the country club to
construct a salt storage facility on the country
club property, we had a provision in there that |et
either party term nate that agreenent.

But if the country club was the party
term nating the agreenent, then the country club
IS obligated to repay to the city an unanorti zed
cost that the city occurred in building the salt
storage facility based upon a 30-year anortization.

MAYOR EBERLE: M hm
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1 CI TY ATTORNEY POTTS: So that

2 $47, 000 represents those unanortized costs as the
3 country club has given the city notice that it

4 intends to term nate that arrangenment with the

5 city.

6 MR. KEHLBECK: Has it been given?

7 CITY ATTORNEY POTTS: Yes, it's been

8 gi ven.

9 MR KEHLBECK: Ch, it has.

10 CITY ATTORNEY POITS: Yeah, it's 180

11 days' notice, and it's been formally given. So
12| we're in that tine period.

13 MR. KEHLBECK: But how do you get --

18 be received, and -- and if it's -- if it's pa -- if it's
19 termnated, if the contract's term nated, which
20 they've said they're going to do, then it wll be
21 received in this comng year's budget.

W would anortize this
over 30 years, and they would be getting -- and |
don't know where they canme up with the $47, 000
figure. | thought it was nore, |ike, 37,000, they
woul d get 1/30 of that" --
CITY ATTORNEY POTTS: No.
COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: -- "every
year."
CI TY ATTORNEY POTTS: No, that's not
the way the agreenent reads. The agreenent is --
COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: Ckay.
CITY ATTORNEY POTTS: -- that they --
in order to cancel the contract, they have to pay
us our unanortized cost. And that's based upon a
30-year anortization.
If they want to cancel the agreenent, they
have to pay it all to us except for the anortized --

12 | year, but we'd end up taking nore noney out of

13 reserves.

14 MR. KEHLBECK: Ri ght.

15 COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Well, what |

16 hear Grover saying, though, is whether or not

17 there's anbiguity on their end, the way the

18 contract's witten is we can on our own decide to
19 cancel it, and they'd still have to pay us whet her
20 they want to cancel it or not.

21 So | don't think there's anbiguity in terns of
22 whet her or not we can receive that noney. If we
23 deci de we want to cancel the contract, then there's
24 100% chance we can realize that 42, 000.

25 MR. KEHLBECK: 1'd like to nake a
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suggestion, that we nove on. | -- this needs to
resolve -- be resolved, and | understand Randy
w il be here on Monday, so we ought to resolve

this issue.

But what it really does is point out what |'m
saying. There's a question on property tax,
whet her we're going to get all of the property
t axes budgeted. The insurance tax raises a
guestion, and now the Hunting Creek, 47,000,
rai ses a question.

And what |'m advocating is that we do
sone planning, planning, as to if this does not
materialize, how are we going to function --
take care of the city services. | would
advocate -- what |'m advocating is a contingency
or a risk-managenent plan be devel oped, assum ng
the city is faced with, like, $150,000 in |ess
revenue, and how woul d you address that issue on
t he expense side of the city.

And so that is ny point. There are a |ot of
peopl e that want to talk here tonight, and they're
going to tal k about the expense side. So wth
t hat, thank you.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Thank you.
MAYOR EBERLE: Joe, | will say we -- we
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budget ed property taxes at a mllion, seven ten.

Thus far this year, we've taken in about one

mllion seven forty-six. So that's -- that would be

$36, 000 | ess than we got this year --

MR KEHLBECK: Ri ght.

MAYOR EBERLE: -- which we budget ed.
And we worked with the PVA on their
reassessnents of the Estates of Hunting Creek,
Sut herl and, and | nni sbrook. Those were the only
areas that were reassessed.

And you can see -- and then we figured in --
factored in the exenptions that they provided for
us, and we did the sane with the A dham County
folks. There were no changes in -- in the A dham
County assessnents. So at any rate, | -- 1 -- |
think that's -- that's about as -- as close as we
could get. If -- if people are successful in
reduci ng their assessnents, that may not be fully
taken into consideration.

Wth regards to the insurance prem umtax, we

have -- | ast year we audited at 650. It was
suggested that it you hadn't bottoned -- well, two
years ago we audited at 817, it -- and it was
suggested that it had bottonmed out. | budgeted as

If it had that year, even though |I was skepti cal
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that it had bottoned out. And as you can see from
the audit from9/10, it -- it hadn't bottomed out.

This year, you know, we're always one quarter
behi nd, so we have three-quarters coll ected, which
I s 823,000, roughly, right now. If you divide by
three, you get the one quarter. |If you add that one
quarter back, we're right at 650-. So | -- or 645-.
But we recently had to pay a $15, 000 refund --

CI TY ADM NI STRATOR SI MMS: [ nods

head] Refund.

MAYOR EBERLE: -- to -- to a -- to a
conpany.
But at any rate, we should -- | -- | would think
that we'll -- we'll cone in very close at 650. So
you take -- if -- so we think we have bottoned out.

The increase in the rate did not affect life
I nsurance. And so even though the rate increased

by 50% the life insurance was not included in that

I NCcr ease.
The second factor is that -- and -- and there
was sone discussion of this, that -- that people

may cut coverage, reduce coverage, raise

deducti bles, and -- and that -- it was anot her
factor. So we -- we used the 650.
And it |looks |ike -- back when we forned
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the -- the original estimate for the insurance
premumtax, it looks |ike nowthat -- that it -- it
probably has bottoned out, so you apply the -- you
apply a percentage to the 650, which gives us
what's listed on there, 266, 514.

So all of the ups and you downs of the
I nsurance premumtax may be finally -- finally
over and -- and things will plain out, so -- but
thank -- | -- | just wanted to kind of fill you in
on how we got -- how we got where we got; yeah.

MR. KEHLBECK: Ckay.

MAYOR EBERLE: Yeah.

MR. JECKER: Thank you, M. Mayor. [|I'm

And before | nmake ny comments, |'ve got to
just speak up for Hunting Creek on the club, just
so the facts -- |ike the man said, just the facts.

M. Mayor, being past president of Hunting
Creek, at no tinme did we ever charge for any of the
rental of -- any of that property during those
fireworks tinme part [phonetic].

MAYOR EBERLE: Right.
MR. JECKER And | think we've been --
MAYOR EBERLE: But we never --
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1 MR. JECKER | think we've been great

2 citizens and have hel ped each other. And after

3 sitting in the back of the roomthere just a m nute,
4 | -- 1 would hate to think that we would get into us
5| versus themattitude when it cones to these kind

6 of i ssues.

7 And | would hope we'd remain civil wth each

8 ot her because, you know, we're -- we're going to

9 continue to work together. So whether it's a

10 bri dge, whether -- whether it's a -- an agreenent,
11 hopeful |y we can work together.

12 But that $500 -- just so that people know, that

13 $500 was just representing -- that was just a

14 subsi di zed anpbunt that was representing the prep,

15 mai nt enance, and cl eanup of eight individuals that
16 woul d be on hand before, during, and after the

17 fireworks display.

18 And that was those eight individuals, and

19 that's -- that includes two of the managers. And
20 one, in particular, would be out there wwth a -- with
21 a hose watering down that tarp.

22 And by the way that tarp is -- it is a $2, 968,

23 that's true, rounded up to $3,000. It's got alife
24 | expectancy of 30 years. |It's fire resistant, and
25 that's the reason why a new tarp was necessary
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because we've got new greens; that the noney that
was spent, would not |ike to have those destroyed.
But we were going to work together on that.

So -- so | just hope we work together and --
so Stuart, we're not comng back to get a hot tub
and Jacuzzi. Hell, we've got mllion dollar Putney
Pond if we ever want to take a dip, so.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: That's a
good - -

MR. JECKER | nean, we could all work
t oget her on that.

But | also would Iike to extend ny thanks and
appreciation, also. 1've had -- |I've had a copy
of -- of the budget, the detail of it, and I
appreciate it very much fromall of us. And | thank
you soO nuch.

['I'l be brief. M question is sinply this, that
by | ooking at the trend line and, Stuart, to your
comments about -- I'mjust a sinple guy, so | just
| ook at nunber in a sinple way. And -- and when

one nunber is going up and the other | ooks down,

| -- I -- just -- it worries ne to see where the
trimlines are, and it shows ne that -- that when
regar -- reserves are being depleted when you're

at 2.2 one day and a couple years later you've at
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1 1.5, it concerns ne; you know, how did we get

2 there and what we do next is also a concern.

3 So ny questionis -- is -- |looking at those trim
4 line, ny question, M. Myor, 1is: |If the budgets
5 do not neet expectation, what plans do we have

6 for the contingency plans to influence and to nake
7 a change?

8 So hopefully there is a -- a thought ongoing to
9 say, yes, if we start toget alittle bit off course in
10 that, what are sone of the actions that are going
11 to be taken so that we don't have to keep di pping
12 I nto those reserves?

13 And al so, at a past neeting | suggested that

14 iIt'"d be nice to have an Advisory Committee cone

15 together to work with the council's Budget

16 Commttee so we could work together, just in case
17 t hat contingency plans are necessary, that there
18 woul d be sone suggestions and influence that

19 m ght be able to cone froma Prospect Advisory

20 Comm ttee, and that we could al so have

21 recomendations and try to hel p out and work

22 together to nmake sure that we can have sone

23 I nput .

24 So again, appreciate it. Appreciate you-all

25 bei ng here, also, this evening. And | also

13 | mean, when you | ook at the property taxes,
14 the fact that we had nore hones bei ng
15 reassessed, people protesting on the property
16 t axes, you know, certainly nore downside risk to
17 t hat than upsi de.
18 You see the -- the Hunting Creek fee, which
19| we're now tal king about. And that's -- nmaybe that
20 cones in. Maybe it doesn't cone.
21 And you | ook at that, and you see the expense
22 lines are actually tight. | nmean, to the credit of
23 the council, | nean, that's a -- it's very tight
24 around the expenses. So if anything, there's
25 probably -- those could go the wong way while
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revenues and costs go the wong way, which neans
you ultimately coul d have a budget ness.

And coning fromthe corporate world, what you
do when you see that kind of thing, is you say |I'm
going to inmagine they said on that, I'mgoing to --
" mgoing to have a certain budget around that |
know w || conme in, which |'"msure of, and then |
hold sonme in a contingency, and those things | -- |
spend on when | get the noney and when | becone
very confident when | get that noney.

So | just ask the conmttee to take a hard
| ook at that and, again, an Advisory Conmttee. |
vol unt eered once before, but I'd Iove to sit on
sonething like that. | have a | ot of budgeting
experience in the corporate, but I'msure | could
do that.

And the second issue or concern | have is
actually what the -- | think Ms. Leonard spoke to,
and that when you | ook over the longer term
three-to-five-years tinme franme, | look at this
budget and say, okay, revenues | don't see going
up. Unless you want to raise taxes, the only way
you're going to get revenues up is -- is that's the
only way.

Because property taxes, they're not com ng
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back any tinme soon. Even if you get the Hunting
Creek noney, that's a one-tine thing. So the
followi ng year you're not going to have that
45,000. | know you have a contingency to offset
that, but that's not com ng back.

The insurance tax, | don't know whi ch way
that goes, but it probably doesn't go up from where
we are.

Expenses, on the other hand, you know t hat
you have a lot built-in costs that wll increase over
time. | nean, it's just the nature of it; right?

So what are going to do as a town to nanage
agai nst that? Because | only see, you know, nore
budget deficits, or | see budget deficits in the
future if you don't address that issue.

And again, so | really challenge to really start
thinking three to five years -- put together a
three-to-five-year plan to really think through
about, okay, now, how are we going to restructure
t hese things, because sone of these expense |ines
have to be restructured; or you're going to have to
go out to the public and ask for a property tax
| ncrease, because | don't see a -- or, you know, a
rate increase.

Because | don't see -- yeah, again -- again, |
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1 don't see how that revenue line is going grow, but
2 | see the expense line is going to go up, you know,
3 unl ess we do sonething. So | really challenge you
4 | to do sone longer-termstrategic thinking around

5 t hose t hings.

6 So those are ny concerns that | wanted to

7 share. | -- again, | -- | really do appreciate having
8| this opportunity to cone here and share that, so

9 t hank you very nuch. And |ike the other

10 gentl eman said, thank you very nuch for all the

11 detail you've provided, but | did want to nake

12 | those points and just share the concerns. So

13 t hanks very nuch.

And there doesn't
seemto be nuch exposure on foreclosures, real
estate situations in Prospect, where the banks
have chosen not to forecl ose, where they have
all oned sone residents to continue living, yet --
yet there's no record of that.

And -- and it really -- an unsolicited comrent
from peopl e down here was you-all need to get
ready for -- for a tax increase because, although
the re -- has been a reassessnent, and | guess
once every four years there's a reassessnent, that
there seens to be very little factored into these
forecl osures, these forced sales, the short sales,
the -- all of the things that we see as a result of
the current econony.

It's -- it's the -- the
anmpunt it's -- it's appraised for by PVA is actually
much | ess than -- even in the downturning of the --
t he house market, the house is still actually worth

nore than what it's appraised at.
| mean, ny house is actually worth much nore
than what | pay in taxes because it hasn't change
I n the seven years since | purchased the house.
It's still appraised at what | paid for it.
CITY ATTORNEY POITS: Yeah, but
it's --
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: In ny --
nost of them are going the other way, though.
COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Well, | -- |
don't --
MAYOR EBERLE: No, no. that's not
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true. We --
MR. FULCHER: Stuart, it's only worth --
MAYOR EBERLE: W -- we nonitor --

MR. FULCHER. -- what sonebody's
wlling to pay --

THE REPORTER: |I'msorry. W can only
have - -

MAYOR EBERLE: Ch.

THE REPORTER: -- one at a tine.

MAYOR EBERLE: |'m sorry.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Sorry about
t hat .

THE REPORTER: Thank you.

MR. FULCHER: Let ne -- let ne finish
ny thought, and I'Il -- I'"Il sit down. Your house,

as ny house, it's only worth what sonebody's
willing to pay for it, regardless of the price.

My question was: Taking -- taking the
I nventory of unsold houses, if there is such thing,
and -- and Realtors have it, and any trend |ine
rel ative to how house sal es conpare to appraised
values, as a trend in the city, has that -- has that
t hought gone into preparation of the budget? It is
sonething | think should be | ooked at.

CI TY ADM NI STRATOR SI MMS: W have
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done that, and we were quite surprised |ast year,
actually, when we began --

MAYOR EBERLE: W have --

ClTY ADM NI STRATOR SI MM -- to get
the sales. But we quickly realized that what was
happening is they were selling often for just sone
anmount over the appraised value. They were,
I ndeed, only in the areas of the ol der areas that
had not been appraised in a good |ong tine.

So much to our surprise, sonetines the house

price --

MAYOR EBERLE: Yeah.

Cl TY ADM NI STRATOR SIMVS: In fact,
frequently the house price sold --

MAYOR EBERLE: Yeah.

ClTY ADM Nl STRATOR SI MM: -- was
hi gher than the appraised value. That is not true
in the newer areas of town. There is --

MAYOR EBERLE: Right.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Right.

CI TY ADM NI STRATOR SI MVB:  -- j ust
really a very conplete difference.

MAYOR EBERLE: And -- and --

ClITY ADM NI STRATOR SI MMs: W

| ooked at it every Sunday.
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MR. FULCHER. So the -- the question --
the crux question is: Has that been factored into
your revenue projections?

MAYOR EBERLE: Yes, because --
because we check it every week. W |ook -- and
we just get it out of the paper. And we when we
see what a house sells for, then we check it
agai nst the rolls.

And until fairly recently -- well, nost of the
houses that were selling were not at the high end.
That -- that's where they got hit the worst. And
that's why, you know, | think the -- they |ooked at
those to reassess them

CITY ATTORNEY POITS: Uh- huh.

MAYOR EBERLE: They were the -- you
know, but when we first started checking that
during the -- during the econom c downturn, and
especially in the housing, it was probably 90% of
houses were still selling for nore, sonetines quite

a bit nore, than the appraised val ue.

Now, we don't keep -- we don't keep a
spreadsheet on that or anything, but that -- but
that is factored into our -- our -- our guesses as to

what the revenues woul d be under the property

t ax.
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MR FULCHER: So -- but it's factored in
Intuitively as opposed to --
MAYOR EBERLE: Well, that's why --

MR. FULCHER: -- conparatively.
MAYOR EBERLE: -- we didn't lower it in
t hose years because we -- because we saw houses

selling, and so we knew the assessnents were
going up. So that's -- that's why we increased it
when we di d.

This year, because of all the reclassifications,
we've -- we've kicked it down. W've kicked it way
down, you know, fromwhat we're going to --

COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT:  $30, 000.

MAYOR EBERLE: -- what we're going to
get this.
COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Frank, it's a
very -- it's a very good question, though. And --
and | had --
MAYOR EBERLE: Yeah.
COUNCI L MEMBER M LES. -- cane [sic]
up with the sanme question, and I -- and the -- the

reason | knew it is |I've had this conversation and
with Todd --

CITY ADM NIl STRATOR SI MMS: W do.
MAYOR EBERLE: Yeah.
MR FULCHER: Thank you.
MAYOR EBERLE: O her comments?
THE AUDI ENCE: [no audi bl e response]
MAYOR EBERLE: |f we have none, we
are back to the council discussions. And any --

any specific proposals for changes on any of the

line itenms?
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: | had a
guestion in regard to the salary increase. | agree

t hat we have wonderful enpl oyees, and |

appreciate them And | have asked for information
as to what the Budget Conmttee or others
constructing the budget | ooked at when they
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proposed the salary increase.

And | tried to cone up with a figure as to the
amount of the salary increase, and wondered what
you had used for the total ?

MAYCR EBERLE: For the -- for the --
the salaries thenselves or one and a --
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Sal ari es
and benefits, the benefits that are driven --
MAYOR EBERLE: Well --
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- for the

samne reason.

MAYOR EBERLE: -- | think Ann has that,
but the -- the proposal for a 1-1/2%rai se was --
was ny proposal. The -- the -- the commttee went

along with that. And ju -- and when -- we're
tal ki ng about just salaries for our 15 enpl oyees?

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Sal ari es
and benefits.

MAYOR EBERLE: Well -- but just
sal aries, because that's all | know, but the
salary -- the -- for the 15 enployees, the 1-1.2%
increase will cost us about $10,600 on the sal ary
line only for everybody.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Ckay.

COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: But the --
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t hat anmounts to about $2.36 per resident --

COUNCI L MEMBER ERTLE: Right.

COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: -- which is a
smal |l part of the budget. $2.36 | can find in ny
sof a.

MAYOR EBERLE: |'m com ng out there.

COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: So it's --
yeah, but it's certainly sonething you focus on,
and you sort of wonder about things like that. But
when you spread it out been anong the residents,
that's not the itemwe really need to worry about
conpared to other expenses.

That's a small -- small sacrifice from

everybody to, you know -- the -- the base salary of
peopl e who work in Prospect is not huge. 1-1/2%
of LeBron Janes' salary would be inpressive.
1- 1/ 2% of soneone who works in the office here,
It's not a |lot of noney.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: | woul d

agree with that --

COUNCI L MEMBER ERTLE: | know.
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- but |
also -- it isn't just the salary that goes up. |It's

the pension. |It's FICA
MAYOR EBERLE: Ri ght.
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1 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: And so --

2 COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: | included

3 FI CA when | got to that 2. 36.

4 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Ckay. So

5 all told, that is a continuing expense at a point in
6 time where we keep going into our reserves.

7 | -- | think we have wonderful enpl oyees.

8 That's not nmy issue. M issue is that froma

9 budget standpoint, it is ny perception that our

10 enpl oyees have had con -- have sal ary increases

11 at least for the last five years. They've gotten one
12 every year at a point in tinme when Social Security
13 hasn't gone up, when people have |ost their

14 | 401(Kk)s.

15 And while | do think our enployees are

16 marvel ous, | also think we need to take a realistic
17 | ook at the world. And building in a continuing

18 I ncrease at a point in tinme when our revenues are
19 tenuous in many instances, at best, | think is a

20 concer n.

21 MAYOR EBERLE: Do you -- do you have

22 a proposal that we |ower that 1-1/27?

23 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: |1'd like to

24 know what the total anpbunt percentage of salary

25 I ncreases are that --
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1 MAYOR EBERLE: It's --

2 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- have

3 been awar ded over the last five years?

4 MAYOR EBERLE: Ch, well, no, | -- 1 --

a neans to keep a good enployee, it's -- it's a
good i nvest nent.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: But this
Is al so a year where our pension costs have gone
t hrough the roof. Both for adm nistrative and

pol i ce enpl oyees, our contribution rates have

radically increased. W're now paying | think it's

18.76% is it --
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1 MAYCR EBERLE: It's on the -- it's on

2 the pension -- yeah, the -- the --

3 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- for

4 adm ni strative enpl oyees, and thirty --

5 CI TY ADM NI STRATOR SI Mvs:  35. 7.

6 MAYOR EBERLE: 18.96 for --

7 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD:  For our

8 pol i ce enpl oyees.

9 MAYCR EBERLE: -- nonhazardous

10 and -- yeah, 35.7.

11 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: There

12 are. Those are huge anmounts of noney.

13 MAYOR EBERLE: Ch, right. And --

14 and --

15 MR. EARHART: That we can't govern. |

16 nmean - -

17 MAYOR EBERLE: Right, those -- those --
18 those are dictated to us.

19 COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Exactly.

20 MAYOR EBERLE: Right.

21 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: M only

22 cooment is -- and | -- | understand, Loretta, what
23 | you're saying, and Sandra, | definitely understand
24 | what you're saying.

25 There cones a tinme -- if this continues on and
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on and on, and that's what's happened all over
America wth these nmunicipalities, you have to

sone tine cone to the realization that it's going to
have to stop unl ess we can see sonehow to

i ncrease our revenues.

And this year, there was an insurance
premumtax increase where a -- a |ot of noney
was gai ned through that. But in |ooking at the
budget, mny concerns, and they've been voiced by
vari ous people here tonight, are the revenue
streans. Are they realistic?

And for the past two years, |I'mon the newest
person on the council for all you folks that aren't
aware of that. |[|'ve been here two years, and in ny
second term | have said "yes" to the budget the
| ast two tines, and then kind of red-faced | see
that they're -- we dip into the reserves every year
since |I've been here. And | -- and | certainly don't
want to see that happen again.

I'd hate to be sitting here next spring and,
say, "Well, you know, this didn't quite cone in
quite |i ke we hoped. OCh, yeah, we did the raises
and we got the new police car, and we've done
this."

| -- 1 think we have to have sone kind of a
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plan that, if we have the revenues, wonderful. |
think it's great. But if we don't have the revenues,
we shoul dn't be spending that kind of noney.

And, M. Myor, | don't know how you would
address that, being our chief admnistrator, but is
there sone way that you could say, "I understand
what you're saying, Mke. [|f we get these noneys
in this year, we're going to do that new car, but we
won't if we don't have the noney."

And -- as well as with -- with salaries. |
nmean, is there any way you could -- if we got them
we bonus that noney out so these fine enpl oyees
are taken care of. But if we don't have the noney,
we just can't do it.

But we're not going to go dipping into that
reserve account that was 2.2 mllion and nowit's
1.5 mllion. That's ny overall concern.

MAYOR EBERLE: Any ot her conmments?

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Well, | would
just like to add onto what Loretta said and what
Sandy said. |'ve worked in state governnent and
|'"ve worked for the school system and have been
very, very uninpressed when | was doi ng those
jobs with the caliber of people I was working wth.

It's the total opposite in the experience |'ve had
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W th Prospect.

| see the police every day out there risking
their lives for each and every one of us, and have
heard stories of them you know, having guns held
at their head to protect us.

| have cone to the city hall and worked with
the adm ni strator people, and every tine | talk
with themthey' ve been professional, and they've
answered every question, and they've done
everything |I've asked of them

And you know, there was this one hole in this
deal, which was Ron Cundi ff, because Ron, what
he does is behind the scenes. You know, he does
our information technol ogy and our parks person.

So | actually took two days off fromwork, and
| put on ny work boots and | rented a chain saw.
And | went out and | worked with Ron. And let ne
tell you, that man earns every penny of what he
makes. And he does the job of five people.

And you know, | nean, a -- a |lot of people
here have been in business, and -- and |'ve run a

business. And |'ve had to hire people, and |I've

had to live with bad hiring decisions. And |I've had

the benefit of hiring people who stayed with ne for

five, six years. And you can't put a price tag on
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havi ng good peopl e and keepi ng those good
peopl e.

But | -- but I -- | -- when | say you can't put a
price tag on it, you can't put a price tag on it
because we just had to replace one of those
peopl e because she retired, not because she didn't
want to work here. She retired. And | know
there's a sizeable expense in trying to replace her.

And -- and it was -- | don't know. \Wat -- |
mean, just if you had to put a price tag on it, |
know there are things you can't put on it in the
ternms of your tinme and energy retraining
sonebody, but you had to spend noney to -- to
find that person and --

MAYOR EBERLE: Well, and to adverti se

the --

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: And to
advertise for that person. And -- and -- and that -
you know, that is a real expense, and -- and that's

just one person. W have several enployees.
And -- and so there's an intangi ble and tangible
reasons to give these raises and keep these
peopl e.

And -- and -- and | -- | -- | hear what people

are saying, and | understand. People have nade
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sone very good points about what if the revenues
don't cone in based on what we're projecting.

And first of all, we have a $50, 000 cushion
t hat woul d absorb sone of that. But |ooking at the
maj or one, which is our -- our revenue from
property taxes, | believe all of the issues you've
brought up have been factored in the nunber that
Todd has put up there.

And | ooking at the past two years, the nunber
that Todd predicted actually was bel ow what we
had antici pated. And |ooking at what we've
proj ected for our budget, we've actually cone in

under the actual budget.

Now, | understand we did have the issue wth
the insurance premiumtax, but | believe the -- the
I ssues we've done in terns of the -- the -- the hike

in the tax and | ooking at what's happened in terns

of the trend, it seens to ne -- and | was the one --

| -- I went to Joe's house and sat down with Joe.
You asked ne to neet with you, Joe, and |

told you -- at that point in time, you felt that it

woul dn't go under 650,000. And | said | thought it

woul d cone under 650,000. And you told ne you

di sagreed with ne, you know, that you -- you --

that -- that | was -- you were the optim st and |
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1| was the pessimst. And -- and, Joe, it | ooks I|ike
2 you were right and I was wong, because it canme in
3 about what you thought it would be.

4 And so just -- | nean, |ooking at the nunbers,

5 It seens |ike that has plained off. But | see a |ot
6 of logic and wsdomin saying, "Let's |ook at sone
7 | ssues or sone itened nunbers, that if we get six

8 nont hs down the road, what are sone things that

9| we could cut to -- to -- to balance that."

10 But | don't think we should start out by not

11 gi vi ng peopl e rai ses based on assunpti ons when

12 | we have a $50, 000 cushion to absorb sone of that.
13 COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT:  Well, | don't

14 | really think we have a $50,000 cushion. If -- | -- 1
15 think we need to resolve this issue in reference to
16 the salt structure, because we've got that down as
17 a $47,000 incone stream and that's very iffy.

concern is when -- and what |I'm hearing, and
maybe |'mnot hearing it, correctly, is that the --
the country club on top of -- of everything else is
wanting us to spend noney to fix a bridge.

And our pool
cars have 140- al nost 150,000 mles on them and
one has 168,000. So we're in pretty bad shape on
cars.
W have bought one, you know, in the past
few years, and |I'm just keeping ny fingers crossed
that we can order another car as soon as possible
so that | can make O ficer Timons' car a pool
car. Because if | have a pool car and we have to
put one in the shop, the officer can drive it. But
we definitely need at | east one car.
COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT:  Chi ef,
haven't we bought two cars in the last two
cal endar years --
CH EF WLSON.: W bought one --
COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: -- one in
each cal endar year?
CH EF WLSON:  Yes.
COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: |'ve been on
two years, and | recall two cars, two new cars.
CH EF WLSON: Right.
COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: Yeah; okay.
COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: Prior -- prior
to that, though, we had --
CH EF WLSON:. We -- we had one --
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COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: -- several
years where we did not buy cars.

t hey have to have sonething that's dependabl e.
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: How
many cars do we have?
CH EF WLSON: W have 11 cars, 9 cars
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and 2 pool cars, which now we're down to 10
because that one pool car is out of service. And
that one had -- that one had 148,000 mles on it,
the one that we -- just shot conpletely.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: So - -

CH EF WLSON. The other pool car --

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: -- and
how many - -
CH EF WLSON: -- that we have now has

168,000 mles on it.

we can order the new car.
COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: | guess
Budget doesn't rent police cars?
CH EF WLSON: Budget? No, they don't.

3 mlage on it, if there's soneone that may be

4 comng out to protect you or ne, if there's sone

8 MAYOR EBERLE: Well, we al so have the

9 issue of if -- if we restore that -- the car that has
10 the -- the -- the -- the steering problemand the

11 transm ssion problem that's really throw ng noney
12 | away --

13 CH EF WLSON: Right.

14 MAYOR EBERLE: -- where if we could

15 apply that to another hybrid, and --

16 CH EF WLSON: Right.

17 MAYOR EBERLE: -- to -- to pour into a

18 Crown Vic that gets 13 mles to the gallon instead
19 of putting it into a hybrid that gets -- what are we
20 getting, 207

21 CH EF WLSON: About 24.

22 MAYOR EBERLE: 24? | nean, | woul dn't

23 make that decision, you know. You know, it -- it's
24 | just -- it's --

25 COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Chief, have
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you guys --

MAYOR EBERLE: | wouldn't -- | wouldn't
repair that car if it was ny m ne.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Have you
been happy with those cars?

CH EF WLSON: Yes, so far. One officer
conpl ai ned, you know, he felt a little crowded, but
| think he worked that out.

COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Is there a

reason why each police officer needs to have a

car?

MAYOR EBERLE: Well --

COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: | think it's
Kentucky tradition. | was stunned when | noved
here, too, Sandra, but that -- if you | ook at police
departnents all across Kentucky, | -- you know --

CH EF WLSON. Well -- well, there are a

coupl e of things.

MAYOR EBERLE: We're not a very --

CH EF WLSON: 1) --

MAYOR EBERLE: -- wal kable city.

COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI : yeah.

CH EF WLSON: 1) Most agencies in
Jefferson County have take-hone cars, and those

cities that don't provide a car to each officer.
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They have problens recruiting officers to cone
there. That's one issue.

Secondly, the cars last longer than if you
have a car that's rotated anong several officers
because they don't take as -- as -- very good care
of them | -- | can speak fromthat when | was on
the city police departnent years ago, and we had
that problem Cars were rotated, and they were
al ways breaki ng down and so forth.

And third, it provides an i medi ate response.
If we have a situation where | need to call themin,
they can get in their car, all their equipnent is
there, and they can get to work. And |I've done
that four or five tinmes in the past year when | -- |
woul d have to, you know, call sonebody in to help
us out.

So it's very valuable in them having their own
care, and they definitely need it.

COUNCI L MEMBER SCOTT: Thank you,
Chi ef .
COUNCI L MEMBER TUCCI: | wonder if |

could just try to sort of take an overview here. W
spent a lot of tine, as we should, talking about the
m nutia of how nuch this costs or what the interest

rate should be or what it could be.
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You know, budgets are details, and -- and
that's -- but just as in our -- in our own |ives,
a budget is also -- provides the kind of life you
have. And the choi ces you nake determ ne the
kind of Iife you have, where you put your noney or
I f you need to go out and find nore noney or
what ever .

One of the things -- | think people are wise in
saying we need to think years down ahead, not just
today for -- for this year. W do need to | ook
ahead.

But we also need to ask ourselves: \Wat do
we want Prospect to be? And then ask oursel ves:
How nmuch will it cost for Prospect to be what we
want it to be? W can make changes and we can
save noney, but we may find ourselves living in a
pl ace that we don't really one to live in.

Probably everybody here has been to be

a

Vincenzo's once. |It's a great restaurant. |[It's kind

of the special occasion restaurant because it's
very expensive. And the food's good.

Now, VIncenzo's could actually charge a | ot
|l ess if they used paper plates, paper napkins,
plastic forks, Styrofoam cups. And the food woul d

stay the sane. It would still be wonderful.
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Augustino would still be back there in the kitchen
turning it out.

But you know, that isn't where you would take
your wife for her 25th weddi ng anniversary, you
know. Plastic forks?

There are things we could do in Prospect that
woul d save noney, and so you say, "Boy, it's going
to cost us nore noney down the road. W have to
do sonething."

We can do two things. Down the road, you
can switch to plastic forks. W can get rid of
gar bage col |l ecti on, and everybody can go out and
make his own arrangenent with the haul er and
have garbage trucks on the streets every day.

It'd save a | ot of noney. W could probably
| oner taxes. | don't know if we would want to |ive
in that community that had a garbage truck on the
Street every day.

So as we think three or four years ahead to
what we want Prospect to be and what it costs to
have the kind of Prospect we want, we have to
mention that word that sort of doons you for
re-election, but I don't care: It may cost us nore
noney in taxes to have the city we want to live in.

And in a denocracy, people make choice. You
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either vote for people who wll say, "Wll, we're
going to have to pay nore taxes, but this is going
to be grand place to live and we'll have the 4th of
July"; or you say, "No, | don't have enough noney
to live that way or I want to put nmy non -- noney
ot her pl aces, and Prospect wll be a di mnished

city." That's a choice citizens nake.
| don't know how this council will vote, but | --
"' mhoping this council will vote for this budget. |
think it's a reasonabl e budget. 1It's as good as we
can get this year under these circunstances.
But we need to think about our city as a pl ace
to live as well as a place where we pay taxes.
COUNCI L MEMBER LEONARD: Just a
couple of -- of -- | know |l'mbeating it -- you-all to
deat h, but a couple of questions. Wy are street
lights in the adm nistrative budget instead of
publ i c works?
MAYOR EBERLE: | nean, we can nove

In essence, we spent |'mgoing to ballpark and
say around $30,000 to put in a, quote, "tenporary
fixed bridge," and that bridge is required in order
for the salt trucks to get to the salt facility, as
well as the -- our trucks to nove in and out of our
mai nt enance area for the course.
And that bridge is, quote, "deened

tenporary,"” and part of that discussion was how do
we deal with that situation. Because the heavy

wear on that bridge is comng fromreally two
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pl aces: The salt trucks and the weight of the salt
trucks, and then anything -- a tri-axle, which wuld
be garbage trucks and/or when we're noving heavy
debris in and out of -- off of that golf course.

CI TY ADM NI STRATOR SI MMS:  And
sand.

MAYCR EBERLE: Sand and that kind of
stuff.

MR. DAVIS: Sand, particularly sand.
Yes, thank you.

So we had sent down a request for a
di scussi on about that bridge and who and how we
m ght resolve sonething if we're both kind of
wearing the bridge out. Because right now we
have bridge that is tenporarily solving our
problem that is not designed to go for the | ong
haul , and we have to deal with how are we going to
deal wth that issue over the long haul if we're
both going to be using that bridge over an
ext ended period of tine.
And part of what was di scussed was whet her

the city wanted to remain in that area or wanted to
nove the salt facility to another |l ocation at sone
optimumtine, which is part of how we got into the

ot her conversation we just addressed.
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COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: If the city
chose not to contribute to that bridge, would the
country club then exercise their right to no | onger

let the city use the salt structure?

MR, DAVIS: | think at sone point, the
country club will have to make a decision if we're
wearing that bridge out. A -- a permanent bridge,

we' ve gotten one quote on that bridge, which would
by no neans be the only quote we woul d get, but
we have one theoretical quote on a pernanent
bri dge that could be up to $100, 000 for that
bri dge.
The bridge we have in place will |ast

sonewhere between three, five, seven years, but

it's a netal bridge. And part of the issue with that

Is the salt that is dripping on and off that netal
obvi ously would cause it to erode at a different
pace.

So the club has not nade any decision to say
that it would do that or not, but that was part of
the reason we requested the cost on the salt shed,
consequently, so we could determ ne in our
budgeting, going forward, how we will want to
handl e that i ssue.

So we have not conme to any concl usion on

t he di scussion to cone out. That -- that -- and
that -- that request was nade prior to even getting
the tenporary bridge in place.

of what we had to do, because of our
circunstance, we had to act fast on that bridge
tenporary sol ution because we, basically, are shut
down on our nmai ntenance wthout a bridge. So
that tenporary fix allowed us to get back in
operation in about ten days as opposed to going
through all the other things we'd have to do, which
woul d take several nonths to get done.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: There was a
di sagreenent between our attorney and one of
your nenbers on the interpretation of the
contract, and if either party decided to break the
contract -- I'mnot sure "break" is the proper term

At the end of the day, we hadn't gotten to the

poi nt where we were even exercising the option,

we really weren't tackling the issue of how or what

that said in terns of how we had to pay for

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Ckay.

MR, DAVIS: So it has been discussed.
W are aware that there is a position in both --

both ways. But the board and the cl ub have not

cone down formally in any position on that
what soever at this point.
COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: All right.

Thank you.

COUNCI L MEMBER SI MON: | have
question. | know the city uses that road, but the

usage i s probably very m nute conpared to

your-all's usage. And we do it four or five tines in

the wintertine, and we're taking a -- a --

truck rather than a tri-axle going across it.

And it -- and the issue with the
mai nt enance on the netal bridge is as much the
weight as it is the salt that is eroding that going
up and down it in that situation.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: Well, what
we have here, the -- the issue of the 4th of July
has cone up, as well. And | | ooked at the
proposal that you had sent the mayor in terns of
the terms of that, and I know that the city had
spent $1300 in 2008 at the request of the country
club to nove the location of the lot site.

And unfortunately, in that agreenent, we

didn't get any kind of -- of commtnent to use that
site for X nunber of years because of that --

MR DAVIS. Yes.

COUNCI L MEMBER M LES: --

I nvestnent. And the current agreenent al so has
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no -- it's a one-year conmtnent.

So the way | read it, we could give you $500,
and we can buy a $3,000 tarp and give it to you;
and then next year you could tell else we have to
do sonet hing el se.

of the -- which was the $500, and then the other,
3,000, was to buy a tarp, fire-retardant, that
should last, |I nean, pick a nunber, five, ten,
years.

There's -- so -- but the club in itself has no --
we -- we have any issue with the fireworks, in
general. The point is we were trying to protect the
integrity of that green, par -- particularly.

COUNCI L MEMBER SI MON: Have we
danmage that green before?

MR. DAVIS: Well, if you go out there, in
essence, those fireworks, you know, dependi ng on
wherever they go off on, if you' re burning onto
that -- you know, if that stuff's comng pick up and
down, obviously, it does conme down and can drop
on that area.

Is it doing it specifically? | couldn't answer it
to you on the past because that wasn't the role |
was in at the tinme, but | know it has been a
concern ongoi ng.

When we noved the fireworks fromthe prior
| ocation to the current |ocation, that was because
we had just renovated that whole range area, and

part of the concern is getting that traffic -- trucks

2 are di sappointed that that didn't happen this year.

4 | of those people that are disappointed are nenbers
